A Closer Looké Mrs. Alessandra Torres 
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Jazz dancing started its roots in 1950 that stems off from the popular jazz music during 
that time. The dance form has taken its roots from the African American vernacular 
dance when captive African slaves entered the country in the 18th and 19th century.  

The early jazz dance maneuvers are clearly that of tap dancing. Where performers set 
their tap sets in line with jazz music. The traditional dance steps of jazz evolved to adapt 
to different dance styles in the 1950's, namely Boogie, Swing, Jitterbug, Cakewalk, Lindy 
Hop, and other popular dances in the mid 19th century.  

Modern jazz dance evolved nearing the 20th century when performers has taken their art to the theatrical industry. 
The traditional dance evolved to include Broadway plays and was later introduced as modern jazz, which was also 
integrated to dancing competitions and musicals.  

There are no fixed steps in a jazz dance. Performers are urged to utilize their creative and personal interpretation 
of the music to their forms. However, jazz dance choreographers always put their charges to undergo an intensive 
training to improve their overall leg power and balance to flawlessly execute their unique maneuvers.

Alessandra Torres was born and raised in Venezuela, country with deep cultural  

Spaniard influence, where she has been relater to the world of Flamenco since she  

was 9 years old by the hands of three well known teachers:  La China de Jerez,  

Siudy Quintero and Azilde Henriquez.  At the age of seventeen she became on of  

the principal dancers of óLa compania professional de baile Siudy Qunitero.   

With this professional company, Alessandra traveled and performed not only in the  

most important theatres in Venezuela, but in the Pittsburg's Opera in 1992, under  

the director Tito Capobianco.  The same year she received her bachelor degree   

in Mass communication at the Loyola University in Venezuela (Universidad  

Catolica Andres Bello).  With almost 30 years carrier, Alessandra has traveled  

around Spain to take classes and workshops with teachers and dancers such as:  

Ma. Magdalena, La China, Ciro La Tati, Belen Maya, Carmela Greco, Domingo  

Ortega, Miguel Vargas, Daniela Tugues, Alfonso Losa, Maria Juncal, Rafaela  

Carrasco, Inmaculada Ortega, and Manuel Reyes.  In 1995, she worked at ñAcademia Integral de baile Tacones 

and Lunaresô in Caracas, Venezuela.  For 10 years Alessandra worked in the school as a Director and Teacher.   

In 2006,k she moved to Pennsylvania and taught at the School of Visaul and Performing Arts, Pocono Dance  

Center and the YMCA in the Pocono Area, as well as offered Flamenco workshops in óPasion and Arteô in  

Philadelphia.   

Nowadays, Alessandra is director and choreographer of óLiuna Caleô a professional dance company based in 

Broward County that works flamenco forms its more pure rhythms to the most modern fusions.  Her latest  

production, óESE FLAMCENAô at the Susan Katz theatre, River of Grass, óLUNA CALEô at the Bryon Carlyle 

theatre, óestacionesô at the Miniaci Art Center.
